In grade 4, your child moves from using an Apple iPad to using a laptop through our BYOD (Bring Your Own Device) 

Program. Students make this transition to facilitate the greater need for typed written work when researching, 

creating, and documenting.  

Below you will find the recent technology guidelines as well as advice on how to support them in practicing some of 

the skills they will need. From this point forward in your child’s education, a laptop is the expected device at AIS to 

support learning with technology.
